​all children and young people from households receiving Universal Credit.​

​From 1 September 2026, all children with a parent/carer who receives any level of Universal Credit can have free​
​school meals.​​The application window opened on 1st​​June 2026 and​​all parents/carers must apply​​.​

​Due​​to​​these​​changes,​​everyone​​currently​​eligible​​for​​Free​​Schools​​will​​be​​required​​to​​reapply​​to​​continue​​to​​be​
​eligible​​for​​Free​​School​​Meals.​​The​​current​​arrangement​​for​​FSM​​will​​end​​on​​the​​31st​​August​​2026.​​If​​you​​think​​you​
​are​ ​eligible,​ ​we​ ​strongly​ ​recommend​ ​applying​ ​online​ ​as​ ​early​ ​as​ ​possible​ ​to​ ​allow​ ​for​ ​your​ ​application​ ​to​ ​be​
​processed in readiness for the new academic year.​
